CARDINAL:
Oh what a beautiful day!

NARRATOR:
But suddenly the Cardinal couldn’t move, because his wings were stuck between two branches.  He struggled to get out, but that made it only worse.

CARDINAL:
Help!  Help!  Somebody help me out of here!

NARRATOR:
Hummingbird, Eastern Bluebird, and Oriole were flying up high in the sky and they heard Cardinal’s cry for help.

HUMMINGBIRD:
 Listen to that little red thing crying for help.

BLUEBIRD:
I bet he doesn’t need our help, because he thinks he is so tough.

ORIOLE:
Big head Cardinal calling for us.  Why does he need us, doesn’t he have other friends?

NARRATOR:
Gold Finch is ahead of the Cardinal and hears his cry.

GOLD FINCH:
Cardinal may be different, but he needs my help.  I will save him.

NARRATOR:
So Gold Finch flew to Cardinal.

CARDINAL:
Help!  Help!

GOLD FINCH:
What’s wrong?  Are you stuck?

CARDINAL:
Yes, I’m stuck in the branches.  Can you help me?

NARRATOR:
Gold Finch was trying to pull Cardinal out, but couldn’t do it alone.  So he called Oriole.

ORIOLE:
What help Cardinal?

BLUEBIRD
I’ll help you.  I didn’t mean what I said about you.  I was just trying to be like the other birds.

NARRATOR:
Oriole decides to change his mind and helps Cardinal too.

HUMMINGBIRD:
My friends are helping Cardinal, so I should help too.

NARRATOR:
With teamwork the Cardinal was freed.

CARDINAL:
Thank you, I’m free!

BLUEBIRD:
Well, I guess you’re not that different.  I’ll be your friend.

HUMMMINGBIRD:
Me too!

ORIOLE:
I agree with Bluebird.

GOLD FINCH:
Let’s go down to the pond.

CARDINAL:
I have to check my nest to see if that pesky raccoon stole anything.

GOLD FINCH:
Let’s all go together!

ORIOLE:
Okay, but I need to check if that squirrel didn’t steal any of my food.

NARRATOR:
So the lesson learned is accepting other’s differences.
